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MIHALY KOCSIS. UKRAINIAN MANUSCRIPTS IN THE LIBRARY OF THE
UNIVERSITY OF SZEGED

Summary. Introduction.Two Slavic codices are kept in the central library of the University of
Szeged and both were written in the 16" century in the Church Slavic language. The codices were
transferred to Szeged by purchase and were owned by the Greek Catholic Church of Sarospatak until the
1970 s. Sarospatak is located in Northeastern Hungary, to where at the beginning of the 18" century, a
large number of East Slavs migrated. Manuscript and printed liturgical books were either brought with
them or acquired later, mainly from Galicia. During the 19" century, as the language of the liturgy
became Hungarian, these books became obsolete. Today, most of them are located in Budapest at the
National Széchényi Library and in Nyiregyhdza at the St. Athanasius Greek-Catholic Theological
Institute.

Purpose. The purpose of the study is to clarify the specifics of two Ukrainian manuscripts stored in
the central library of Szeged University — the Szeged Minea and the Szeged Folios.

Results. The Szeged Minea belongs to the so-called holiday mines. The reference number of the
manuscript is Ms. 1 and it consists of 363 leaves measuring 28.5 x 18.5 cm. A few years ago, a separate
364" folio also came to light. The watermarks on the papers are known from 1557.



The type of writing in the Szeged Minea is a calligraphic version of the semi-ustav. The text is
single-column, 30 lines per page. The manuscript is the work of a single copier, except for three pages.
The codex consists of 32 booklets, the length of which varies between 2 and 7 sheets.

The liturgical texts are for the following 52 holidays: September 1, 8, 14, 23, 26, October 1, 6, 14,
18, 23, 26, November 1, 8, 13, 14, 16, 21, December 4, 5, 6, 9, 17, Sundays of the Forefathers, Holy
Fathers and God-bearing Fathers, 20, 25, Saturday after Nativity, January 1, 6, 17, 30, February 2, 24,
March 9, Eve of Lady Day, 25, April 23, 25, May 8, 9, 21, 25, June 12, 24, 29, July 1, 2, August 1, 6, 15,
29, 31.

The Szeged Minea in terms of spelling can be divided into three parts, this can be explained by the
fact that copier used several previous codices for his work. In the first part he writes only the letter b
(verj) and he does not use a v (yer). Furthermore, instead of the Proto-Slavic *¢ we consistently find the
letter e or €. These phenomena show the effect of Serbian spelling. The third part has been clearly copied
according to the reformed Middle Bulgarian orthography: yerj and yer can be found, and we see many
examples of cases of confusion of the yuses, etc. The second part forms a transition between the first and
the third.

Linguistically speaking, there is no doubt that the copier was an East Slavic person. Already in the
first part, the little yus denotes the vowel a, and in the second and third parts, the letter a, or s occurs en
masse in place of *¢. The greatest help in determining the origin of the manuscript is that the copier
consistently writes the letter vt after the letters e, k and x. After the former velar sounds the vowel *y
remained in the westernmost part of the Ukrainian-speaking area, so the copying of the Szeged Minea
could also have taken place there.

The Szeged Folios is a fragment consisting of three leaves. The folios (measuring 20x14 cm) were
originally glued to the front and back binding boards of the Szeged Minea. The single-column text is the
work of one sole copier. Watermark does not help to determine the copy location. Judging by the shape of
the calligrapher’s semi-ustav letters and the manner of abbreviations, the document may have originated
in the first half of the 16™ century. In terms of content, excerpts from the Octoechos have remained.

It’s spelling and linguistic features are the same as those of the third part of the Szeged Minea.
Examples of the preservation of *y after velar sounds can also be found in the Szeged Folios, which
suggests that this linguistic monument may have also originated in western Ukraine territory.

Conclusion. Thus, on the basis of the analyzed language features we came to the conclusion that
the Szeged Minea and the Szeged Folios were written in the western part of the territory of the Ukrainian
language.
