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Abstract. Introduction. DEMOCRACY is one of the pivotal concepts of political theory. Democracy is a
system of government in which laws, policies, leadership, and major undertakings of a state or other polity are
directly or indirectly decided by the people. Being highly disputable and contested among theorists, the concept
of DEMOCRACY remains fundamental for both social sciences and media, which serve as a powerful tool of
influence on political decision-making.

The purpose of this research, conducted within the framework of political linguoconceptology, is to clarify
the content of DEMOCRACY scientific concept on the basis of the analysis of multiple textual descriptions
provided in professional texts on political science.

Methods. The declared aim is fulfilled via building a cognitive ontology of the scientific concept of
DEMOCRACY. This ontology provides an algorithm for the structuring and processing of the information
featured in the analyzed concept.

Results and discussion. The results of the quantitative data analysis indicate that the concept of
DEMOCRACY in the scholarly model of the world is profiled within six thematic domains, namely:
DEMOCRACY, ELECTIONS, POWERS, GOVERNANCE OF PEOPLE AND INTERACTION WITH IT,
PEOPLE, INTERACTION OF PEOPLE WITH POWERS AND CONTROL OVER THEM. It is argued that the
most salient domain is POWERS’ GOVERNANCE OF PEOPLE AND INTERACTION WITH IT.

Conclusions and prospects for further research. The findings show that the key feature of democracy for
political theorists is the ability of the authorities to implement effective home policy aimed at protecting and
respecting the rights of citizens. The prospect of the further research is to apply the developed ontology of the
scientific political concept of DEMOCRACY to study the concept of DEMOCRACY IN UKRAINE, as it is
portrayed in the American media during different periods of Ukraine’s independence. It is hypothesized that at
different historical stages of Ukraine's development, this concept will have different prominent thematic foci,
represented in the cognitive ontology of DEMOCRACY scientific concept.
