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Abstract. Introduction. In cognitive-linguistic aspect, modelling is both a means and a result of the
research aimed at revealing cognitive patterns of the object under study. Formalization enables to
systematize, specify and methodologically clarify the essential features of the system of sociocultural
stereotypes of American media discourse. In the frame of this work, sociocultural stereotypes are considered
verbalized cognitive structures that represent simplified and conventional images of individuals, groups and
phenomena of American society. Represented by lexical units and syntactic structures in media texts,
sociocultural stereotypes form a dynamic system of interconnected components of the US media discourse.

The purpose. The purpose of the work to describe the system of sociocultural stereotypes and to test
the hypothesis of its dynamic nature with the help of modelling.

The methods. By analogy with the hierarchically constructed social space, the domain of media
discourse is considered a complex interplay of relations and properties of sociocultural stereotypes. A
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formalized model of the system of verbalized stereotypes is created through specification, which emphasizes
the differences by highlighting the specific characteristics of verbalized stereotypes, and generalization,
which eliminates insignificant differences and emphasizes their common characteristics.

Main results of the study. Originality. The reference point in the modelled system is a human who
creates a stereotype according to the societal standards, transform or eliminates it under the influence of
ideological changes. The position of a sociocultural stereotype in the formalized model is determined by its
semantic distance to other stereotypes and its dynamic characteristics. The system of sociocultural
stereotypes manifests subordination and coherence of its elements. The coherence between stereotypes is
expressed in the discursive strategies of their representation, while subordination establishes the hierarchy
in the system sociocultural stereotypes. The dynamics of media stereotyping is characterized by the
interdependence of stable, variable and unstable kinds of sociocultural stereotypes.

Conclusions and specific suggestions of the author. Modelling proved the dynamic character of the
system of sociocultural stereotypes that rests in the interdependence of changes in stereotypes’
representation: the transformation of one sociocultural stereotype causes changes in another, thereby
affecting the dynamics of the system as a whole.
